Besides a big love to the Chopin music - which was obvious to me listening to the competitor’s 

performances - the most important elements of a good performance are: the text  fidelity, rhythm  

precision, clear pedaling and natural narration.  

I recommend very attentive score studying - all details are written inside. I mean a dynamics and 

tempo signs, phrasing slurs, information about articulation and expression content.  

All these elements should fit together without any exaggeration, to have possibility to built right 

musical form.

My advice for the future is to see the pieces not mainly from technical aspect, but to work on deeper 

understanding of the universal music language. Analyze the harmony, the form, the polyphonic 

structure and researching about the works helps to create convincing interpretation..
